• Member Benefits and Program Committee: Nelson Apjohn 

· Spring 2013 Dublin Meeting: April 18-21, 2013 – hosted by Arthur Cox: John Menton. John highlighted points from the new program he circulated on 3-13-2013. He said that Dr. Rajeev Venkayya, formerly of the GATES Foundation, will join the CLE via webinar 10-11 a.m. Irish time. A newer element also is the 3 p.m. tour of Irish Parliament.
